Clumber Spaniel – Post Graduate
Two clumbers at very different development stages.
1. Nesbitt’s Maursett Machrins via Chabrouille – Raw 2 year old dog well up for size. Lovely Square head, deep stop, clean eyes showing no excessive haw and a thoughtful expression. 
Adequate bone for a dog leading into a well balanced outline. Enough depth of chest into nice straight legs and tight feet, reasonable lay of shoulders. Good straight topline and spring of rib. Moved ok.
2. Howarth’s Arkview the Analyst – Pretty little bitch puppy of just 8 ½ months. Very well balanced for one so young with lots to like. Very good bone and substance. Deep chest, enough neck going into well constructed shoulders. Topline nice and straight, good spring of rib. Lots of body for a baby with no tuck up. Moved very well. She could grow up on leg a touch but she has time on her side.
Limit
Two dogs I have admired from the ringside.
1.  Staley’s Tweedsmuir Polar Ice – 2 ½ year old mature male of lovely clumber type. Overall picture very pleasing. He has a beautiful, square head with a thoughtful expression and good markings. Good bone and feet, well layed shoulders, deep chest into mature body and reasonable topline. Powerful, well constructed hindquarters, with good muscle. From what I could assess, moved well.  Would prefer a little less weight but pushed hard for BOB. One for the future.
2. Smith’s Maursett Medraut of Karikad – 3 year old dog of slightly bigger frame. Typical Clumber head with thoughtful expression and nice tight eyes.  Well angulated shoulders, good bone and feet, deep chest, good spring of ribs. Enough body for age but a little tucked up at the moment. He moved true fore and aft. Needs a little more time to develop and fill his frame. Unfortunate to come up against 1 today.
Open
1. Lucas’s Sh Ch Eilandon Glencoe – Worthy show champion of true Clumber type. Lovely square head with decided occiput and well developed flews. Correct amount of frown creating a thoughtful expression. Strong, powerful neck leading into strong sloping shoulders. Chest deep with plenty of heartroom . Lovely straight legs with well rounded feet. Body of good length and depth and a good strong topline. Hindquarters powerful and well dev eloped. Would benefit from a little more muscle tone on his second thigh to enable him to drive better on the move. BOB
2. Taylor’s Maursett Maude – Obvious daughter of my BOB winner. Almost identical in shape. She has lovely balance and depth right through. Strong square head, but still feminine. Well boned for a bitch, good depth of chest and length of neck going in to a level topline. Hindquarters were strong enough. Moved well.
3. Nesbitt’s Elvander Wax Lyrical over Chabrouille.

Sussex Spaniel

Post Graduate
1. Alderson’s Meggamooch Ozzy Osborne. Big dog well off for bone and of good proportions. Excels in head with lovely  frown and good eye colour. Good coat and colour as always by this kennel. Moved well.
2. Short’s Norriss Ypsilon. Bitch of good size and proportions. Was unhappy with me, but from what I could access, has nice angulations. Movement was not easy to see as she was not handled very well.
Limit
1. Alderson’s Meggamooch Legend. Father of my Post Graduate winner and much the same comments apply. Very mature for this slow maturing breed. Good head and well off for bone. Nice length of neck and strong level topline. Thought his body could have been a touch longer to complete the picture. Moved well.
2. Short’s Norriss Ypsilon
Open
1. Alderson’s Waldmeister Sammie of Meggamooch. Very pleasing for type. Nicely balanced outline with enough bone for a bitch. Very pretty Sussex head with correct frown. Thought her shoulder angulation was the best on the day. Lovely deep chest, body well developed with good spring of rib. Not in her best coat but has a lovely golden liver colour. Once settled and moved a little faster, she moved with the typical Sussex roll. BOB and RBIS.
2. Alderson’s Meggamooch Houghton Lass. This bitch looked a little squarer in body then  1. Liked her head and topline. Good body and hindquarters. Felt a little upright in shoulder. Not moving at her best today.
3. Short’s Norriss Ypsilon

1. Georgia Holmes. Very competent handler showing a Cocker spaniel. Was aware of where I was standing at all times and presented the dog well.  Just missed out on BJH as I felt Ashley stood her dog with a little less fuss in the final line up.
